To enter, the following materials must be submitted:

Dog’s pedigree, Dog’s vaccination card or passport with proof of vaccination.

Veterinary conditions:

- all participating specimens must be clinically healthy. - the dogs do not need a certificate of clinical health examination any more. - dogs that have not undergone the veterinary check-in control, must not participate at the show. - the dogs must have a passport for small animals (EU pet passport) or a vaccination passport containing a record showing that the dog was vaccinated against rabies 21 days to 1 year befo-re the show, and is in immunity against canina distemper, parvovirosis and leptospirosis. Dogs coming from EU member states and from third countries must have a valid EU pet passport and must fulfil the conditions laid down by the EU Regulation 998/2003 of 26.5.2003 - during the show, the owners should take measures ensuring that mutual attacking of animals or injuring people is prevented.

Application guidelines

Please fill out the entry forms on a typewriter or use block letters. One form per dog. Illegible application will be returned. Discount for multiple dogs may be claimed only if the name of the handler is identical with the first form. Each additional change on the second form, i.e. co-ownership, shall be considered a new application and the full fee will apply. Organizers shall not be liable for incorrectly completed entry forms. Should a photocopy of completed performance trial (certificate) or champion not be enclosed with the application, the dog will be placed in the open class. Photocopies shall not be returned.
The acceptance of a dog will be confirmed 10 days before the exhibition. Should the exhibitor not receive a letter of admission within the given timeframe, he/she should immediately contact the show organizers. Upon receipt of the application, the exhibitor is subject to all FCI show rules. The exhibitor grants his/her permission to have their address published in the show catalogue. The organizer shall not be liable for any damages caused by the dog or the exhibitor or for the dog’s death or loss.
Bitches in heat, highly pregnant bitches, breastfeeding shall not be eligible.
Should the show be cancelled due to objective reasons, all collected fees shall be used to cover show expenses.

Complaints:
Objections against any decisions made by a judge shall not be permissible. However, formal complaints concerning violation of show rules and provisions may be filed. Such complaint must be submitted in writing and accompany a deposit of CZK 500 as surety during the duration of the show. If the complaint is found to be unjustified, this surety will be handed over to the organizer of the show.
